He said: "This is an important milestone in the development of the company in Scotland. This in-
vestment underlines the key role Arbroath plays in Alps European plants, which is also reflected in the
deci-sion to introduce the latest technology into the plant."

He said recruitment for the new jobs would start soon.

Ian McMillan, chairman of Scottish Enterprise Tayside, congratulated the Arbroath Alps Electric
workforce for earning a reputation for high-quality work and promised training support for new recruits.
