Peter Woodland, director of Alps Electric (Scotland), said the move reflected the increasing confi-
dence of the company in its Arbroath workforce.

He said: "This is an important milestone in the development of the company in Scotland. This in-
vestment underlines the key role Arbroath plays in Alps European plants, which is also reflected in the
deci-sion to introduce the latest technology into the plant."
